
SPECIAL EVENTS AND USE CONTRACT
UNION HALL, PUYALLUP, WASHINGTON
THIS Use Agreement (“Agreement”), is made this _____ day of ____________, between Local 726 of the International Association of Fire Fighters (“IAFF Local 726”), and ____________________, (“Lessee”) regarding the use of certain property located at 427 North Meridian, Puyallup, WA 98371 including the following space referred to in this Agreement as the “Venue”.  See attached floor plans for the Venue.
· Auditorium – Occupancy 377

· Chapel – Occupancy 125

· Kitchen -Food Preparation Area

· Union Bar – Occupancy 101 (available only with Executive Board Approval)
· Parking area - ____ parking spaces.

The Lessee will use the Venue for an   ________________________(“Event”) to be held at the Venue on _________, _____ (“Event Date”) upon the following terms and conditions:

1. USE FEES AND DEPOSITS.   All reservations are accepted on a first come, first served basis.  The use fee for the Event includes (_14__) hours use of the Venue commencing on the Event Date at ______ o’clock (A.M./P.M.) and ending at ______ o’clock P.M. and shall be a total payment of __________ (“Use Fee”).  The Use Fee shall be payable as follows:

A) A non-refundable deposit equal to 50% of the Use Fee shall be paid at the time of booking. If the Lessee has fully complied with all of the covenants, terms and conditions of this Agreement, the non-refundable deposit shall be credited on the Use Fee. Lessee agrees IAFF LOCAL 726 has the right to commingle said deposit with other funds.  If the Lessee fails to pay the Use Fee or fails to comply with any other covenant, terms or condition of this Agreement this deposit will be forfeited to IAFF LOCAL 726 without notice.
B) The remaining balance of the Use Fee shall be paid at least 60 days prior to the Event Date.

In addition to the Use Fee a damage deposit of $500.00 is required 60 days prior to your event.  The damage deposit is fully refundable and will be returned to the client 14 days after your event provided there is no damage to the property.  The right to use the Venue for the Event is a temporary revocable license which may be cancelled or otherwise restricted without advance notice to Lessee in the sole discretion of IAFF LOCAL 726, subject to the terms and conditions of this Agreement.  Lessee shall not have any interest in the Venue, or any right in law or equity to the use of the Venue except as expressly stated herein.  If any Use Fee shall become due and remain unpaid, or if Lessee shall violate or default in any of the terms and conditions of this Agreement, then the IAFF LOCAL 726 may, in its sole discretion, cancel this Agreement upon reasonable notice to Lessee and retain all deposits and Use Fee paid by Lessee.
Force Majeure/Cancellation. Neither party shall be liable for any failure or delay in the performance of its obligations hereunder on account of an act of God, act of nature or terrorism, action by any governmental entity, fire, insurrection, riot, explosion, strikes, pandemic (including COVID-19 and related illnesses) or any condition beyond the reasonable control of a party (“Force Majeure Event”). If a Force Majeure Event prevents the occurrence of event(s) contemplated herein or results in a performance delay by a party for longer than thirty (30) days, either party may terminate this Agreement without penalty upon written notice to the other party. If lessee has already made any payments under this Agreement, including any nonrefundable payments, [vendor] shall promptly refunded if lessee has made all of the payments made.
2. USE OF EVENT PROPERTY.   Lessee shall use the Venue solely for the Event.  Lessee agrees to conduct its use of the Venue in compliance with the terms and conditions of this Agreement, IAFF LOCAL 726’s rules and regulations and all applicable governmental laws, codes and regulations and in accordance with all directions, rules and regulations of any health officer, fire marshal, building inspector, or other proper government agent or agency, at Lessee’s sole cost and expense. The Lessee has inspected the Venue accepts the Venue and all other equipment and property included in this Agreement in their present condition AS IS.  Lessee will permit no waste, damage or injury to the Venue and shall keep the Venue in a clean and safe condition throughout the Event.  Lessee, at its sole cost and expense, will keep and maintain the Venue in the same condition as received at the beginning of the Event.  Should Lessee fail to leave the Venue in a clean condition and in good order and repair at the end of the Event, IAFF LOCAL 726 shall have the right to perform the work necessary to return the Venue to a clean condition and good order and repair at Lessee's expense, and Lessee agrees to reimburse IAFF LOCAL 726 all costs and expenses incurred therefore.  The IAFF LOCAL 726 may apply the damage deposit to any expense, cost or fee incurred in cleaning or repairing the Venue.
If alcohol will be present at a function, the lessee must meet all obligations of the Washington State Liquor Control Board.  Lessee must obtain a Banquet Permit two weeks prior to event.  A copy of the permit must be provided to IAFF Local 726’s supervisor and a copy must be posted in the Building during the event.

3. UTILITIES:   IAFF LOCAL 726 hereby covenants and agrees to pay all charges for electricity and water used in or charged against the Venue during the Event within reasonable standards.  IAFF LOCAL 726 shall not be liable for the failure of any such utility service for any reason whatsoever.  Lessee acknowledges and agrees to be liable for all garbage fees, sanitation fees and other fees specifically charged for the Event. 

4. ACCIDENTS/LOSS.   Lessee agrees to properly police and supervise the Event and insure that no unauthorized persons enter any part of the Venue during the Event.  Lessee further agrees that all personal property of Lessee and Lessee’s guests, invitees, vendors, caterers, event organizers, or any other person in, on or about the Venue (Lessee Persons) at any time shall be at the risk of Lessee.  The IAFF LOCAL 726 and its managers, members, agents, employees, contractors, guests and invitees shall not be liable for loss, theft, damage, injury, or illness,  (Including COVID 19 and related illnesses) either to person or property, sustained by Lessee Persons or others, arising from or related to the Event or Lessee’s use of the Venue or by reason any defects in, on or under the Venue or the adjoining lands, driveways or other property, or due to the happening of any accident from whatsoever cause in and about the Venue or its adjoining lands , driveways or other property.  Lessee agrees to defend and hold IAFF LOCAL 726 and it managers, members, agents, employees, contractors, guests and invitees harmless from any and all charges, claims, actions or demands for injury or damage to any person or property suffered or alleged to be suffered in or about the Venue or such other property by any person, firm, company, corporation or other entity and from any expenses or fees incurred by the IAFF LOCAL 726 in respect to any such claim, except as occasioned by the sole negligence of IAFF LOCAL 726. 
5. INSURANCE.   Lessee shall at its own expense insure and keep insured the Venue and all improvements located thereon in an amount and form reasonably acceptable to IAFF LOCAL 726 against any loss, damage or casualty arising from the Event and Lessee shall also maintain and keep in force Comprehensive General Liability insurance, on an occurrence basis, insuring against claims for personal injury, death or property damage occurring in, on or about the Venue or arising from the Event with a combined single limit of $1,000,000.00 combined single limit per occurrence and $2,000,000 general aggregate for Bodily Injury, Death and Property Damage Liability and IAFF LOCAL 726 and the Owners shall be named as primary additional insured on the insurance policy.  Lessee shall deliver to IAFF LOCAL 726 a certificate of such insurance two weeks prior to the Event Date evidencing such insurance.  The certificate shall provide that such policies shall not be cancelable except after prior written notice to IAFF LOCAL 726.  If alcohol is present additional Host Liquor Liability Insurance is required. 
6. INDEMNITY.  Lessee agrees to indemnify, defend and hold the IAFF LOCAL 726 and its members, agents, employees, contractors, guests and invitees harmless from any liability, loss, cost, expense or claim of any nature (including attorneys’ fees and costs, and costs on appeal) resulting from any damage or injury to person or property arising out of or related to the Event or the failure of Lessee or Lessee’s Persons, in any respect, to keep the Venue in a safe and clean condition or to comply with and perform all of the requirements and provisions of this Agreement and any license, permit, approvals or conditions related to Lessee’s use of the Venue.  

7. POSSESSION.   In the event of IAFF LOCAL 726 is unable to provide Lessee with access or possession of the Venue or any portion thereof on the Event Date for any reason whatsoever, IAFF LOCAL 726 shall not be liable for any damage, loss or injury caused thereby, nor shall the Event Date be in any way extended, but in such event, Lessee shall not be liable for any Use Fee and any deposits paid by Lessee shall be returned to Lessee. 

8. GOVERNMENTAL FEES AND PERMITS.   All fees, taxes, bonds, or governmental charges and permits payable and/or required by the City, County or State in connection with the Event shall be the sole and absolute obligation of Lessee and Lessee shall indemnify and hold the IAFF LOCAL 726 harmless from any and all claims, liens, charges, penalties, expenses, fees, taxes, or governmental charges arising from the Event or Lessee’s use of the Venue.

9. SIGNS.   All signs or symbols utilized by the Lessee shall be subject to the prior approval of the IAFF LOCAL 726.  Any signs so placed on the Venue shall be removed at the termination of the Event and Lessee shall repair any damage to the Venue, and if not so removed by Lessee then IAFF LOCAL 726 may remove at Lessee's sole cost and expense and Lessee shall reimburse IAFF LOCAL 726 for the same.

10. COSTS AND ATTORNEY'S FEES.   If by reason of any default on the part of Lessee IAFF LOCAL 726 employs an attorney or in case IAFF LOCAL 726 brings suit to recover any amount due hereunder, or for breach of any provision of this Agreement, or if Lessee shall bring any action for any relief against IAFF LOCAL 726 arising out of this Agreement, the prevailing party shall have and recover against the other party in addition to the cost allowed by law, such sum as the court may adjudge to be a reasonable attorney's fee.  

11. NON-WAIVER OF BREACH.   The failure of the IAFF LOCAL 726 to insist upon strict performance of any of the terms and conditions of this Agreement, or to exercise any option herein conferred in any one or more instances, shall not be construed to be a waiver of any such terms or conditions, but the same shall be and remain in full force and effect.
12. RULES AND REGULATIONS.   The Lessee agrees to abide by any and all rules and regulations that IAFF LOCAL 726 may at any time impose on the Venue and the Lessee acknowledges it has received and read the Rules and Regulations attached to this Agreement. In addition to any Rules and Regulations, IAFF LOCAL 726 may in its sole discretion and as a condition to any use of the Venue under this Agreement, require Lessee comply with specific terms, conditions or restrictions determined by IAFF LOCAL 726 as appropriate for the Event which may include, without limitation, requiring that Lessee provide security officers or agents, parking attendants, noise level monitoring or other term, condition or restriction to assure that the use of the Venue is conducted in accordance with this Agreement, the IAFF LOCAL 726 Rules and Regulations and all governmental laws and regulations applicable to the Event or the Venue.

LESSEE FURTHER ACKNOWLEDGES AND AGREES THAT LESSEE WILL RELY SOLELY ON LESSEE’S OWN INVESTIGATION, ANALYSIS, RESEARCH AND DUE DILIGENCE REGARDING LESSEE’S DECISION TO USE THE VENUE FOR THE EVENT AND NOT ON ANY INFORMATION, STATEMENTS OR DOCUMENTS PROVIDED TO LESSE BY THE IAFF LOCAL 726.
